Allowing pop-ups or plug-ins

The WHIA Online Wound Education Program is hosted on Moodle. Moodle works
much better if accessed via Firefox or Chrome, and less well through Internet
Explorer. Accessing each module requires launching a SCORM package which is
launched in a pop up window. Some sites may block this pop-up by default and
you may need to unblock it or allow the pop up to continue.

Allowing a pop-up in Firefox

Firefox features a pop-up blocker that can prevent new windows from opening.
When it does, you'll see a yellow bar at the top of the page.
